Bylaws

of
Alki Lodge No. 152

Article 1.  Name

The name of this lodge shall be Alki Lodge No. 152 F. & A. M. of Washington

Article 2.  Communications


Section 1.

The stated Communications of this lodge shall be held on the first Monday of each month at the hour of 7:30 PM except during the months of  July and August.  

Section 2.
All Communications of this lodge shall be held in the Alki Masonic Temple at 4736 - 40th Ave SW Seattle, Washington 98116.

Article 3.  Fees and Dues

Section 1.
The fee for the three degrees shall be Two Hundred Dollars ($200.00) and in addition, any fees required by Grand Lodge which must accompany the petition.

Section 2.
There shall be no fees for affiliation except those fees required by Grand Lodge.

Section 3.
The annual dues of each member shall be Fifty Dollars ($50.00) payable in advance on the first day of January of each year, provided that Past Masters shall not be required to pay dues.

Article 4.  Standing Committees
The three principal officers shall constitute an Executive and Finance Committee, and no claim shall be paid by the lodge until referred to said Committee, except as provided in Article 5.

Article 5.  Charity
The Worshipful Master is empowered to draw on the Treasurer for sums not to exceed One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) for each draft, for the relief of indigent members or their families, and shall report the same to the Lodge at the next Stated Communications.

Standing Rules

Alki Lodge No. 152 
Standing Rules

Number 1.
Each retiring Master shall receive from the Lodge, a "Life Membership" in Alki  Lodge No. 152 and shall not be subject to Grand Lodge dues and assessments with the exception of Lodge assessments.

Number 2.
A sum not to exceed Two Hundred Fifty Dollars ($250.00) shall be given to each retiring Master towards the purchase of an appropriate Past Masters Jewel, or Apron or at his discretion, the lodge will contribute the $250.00 towards a Grand Lodge Endowed Life Membership in his name.

Number 3.
All Affiliated Past Masters and Honorary Past Masters shall be subject to all dues, fees and assessments assessed by the Lodge and Grand Lodge.

Number 4.
Each Incoming Master shall receive from the lodge a sum of Six Hundred Dollars ($600.00) toward the cost of the annual Officers Installation.  The Lodge shall bear the cost of the Temple rent, Temple expenses and printing of programs.

Number 5.
For services rendered the Secretary shall receive Two Hundred Fifty Dollars ($250.00) per month.  The Treasurer shall receive Seventy Five Dollars ($75.00) per month.  The Organist and Tyler shall receive Twenty Five Dollars ($25.00) per meeting.  

Number 6.
The Grand Lodge Endowed Life Membership fee will be the same as the schedule in the Washington Masonic Code Section 17.12 B.L

Number 7.

We will have an annual visitation program with St. John's Lodge No 21 in Ladysmith B.C. Canada.  A committee of no less than four members will plan the yearly event.  Every other year Alki Lodge No. 152 will visit St. John's 21 in Ladysmith B.C. Canada.

Number 8.
School Awards Program

The annual School Awards Program shall be continued in the following manner.    A committee of no less than four members will develop and implement a budget and plan to recognize juniors at West Seattle and Sealth High Schools.

Number 9.

Dedicated Funds of the Lodge.

Section 1.  There will be a Permanent Relief and Life Membership Fund managed by the Finance committee.  Only the interest will be used.  The interest will be placed in the Current Relief Fund.
Sub Section 1.1 The value of the Permanent Relief and Life Membership Fund shall be limited to Forty Five Thousand Dollars ($45,000.00) at the end of each calendar year.

Section 2.  Rupert Thomas Education Fund.  (RTEF)  A sum of one hundred three thousand ($103,00.00), a bequest made to West Seattle Service Lodge No. 287 will be placed in a special fund and only the interest will be used to finance such events as the annual School Awards program and other educational scholarships and uses.  All awards programs, documents and ceremonies will include a reference that the event is funded by the RTEF.
Sub Section 2.1 The elected officers of the lodge, and especially the Treasurer, are charged with managing the RTEF so that it will be invested judiciously and so that it will be preserved for it's intended purpose.  This charge includes the authority to create foundations or other legal entities to support this objective.

Section 3.  Peterson Fund earnings will be used to finance free dinners for members and to assist in payment of dues for deserving members.

Section 4.  Widows Fund is to be spent solely for the benefit of our Widows.

Section 5.  Building and Maintenance Fund is to be used to maintain Alki Masonic Temple and replacement.

Section 6.  The Joshua Povick Education Fund is to be used for Joshua’s education only.
Section 7.  We will have an annual Old Timers Night funded by the lodge.
Number 10.
Amendments to these rules shall be proposed in writing at a Stated Communication.  When adopted by a Two-Thirds vote of all members present at a subsequent Stated Communication shall be and continue in force and effect, as long as they do not conflict with the Bylaws of Alki Lodge No. 152 or the Washington Masonic Code.  These Standing Rules do not have to be approved by the Grand Master or the Grand Lodge.

Number 11.

All letterhead stationary or other documents of the lodge will include the phrase " A consolidation of Alki Lodge #152 (chartered 1906), Service Lodge #255 (chartered 1923) and West Seattle Lodge #287 (chartered 1947)" directly beneath the lodge name at the top of the page.
